Start assembly with the top shelf of the rack upside
down. Use care not to scratch the surface of this wood
shelf during this step.

Now is the time to decide which way you want the door
to open. Install the side panel with the hinge plates on
the side you want the door to open from.

The hinge plates should be facing the front/inside of
one of the panels at this point. Make sure that the
opposite panel is installed in the same orientation even
though it does not have hinge plates on it.

Then slip the end panels over the pins and lock the
cam in place clockwise with a screwdriver. If the round
locking cams are not pre-installed in the side and
middle panels, push them in the holes as shown here
with the screwdriver slots facing out.

Optional Rolling Casters

If you are using the optional rolling casters, follow this
step. Secure the bottom wood shelf with long bolts
with 4 long bolts with washers as shown here. Then
install the optional rolling casters with 4 screws
(provided) per caster as shown. Be careful during
this step not to scratch the top and bottom shelves

You are now ready to install the door and put the interior shelves
in the rack. To install the shelves, you have a choice of using
rubber tipped steel shelf pins or adjustable smart spikes. The
smart spikes are provided for added sonic isolation for each shelf
(see illustration C1).

The last step is to install the door. Secure the door with the hinges
on the cabinet by aligning the front part of the hinge with the hooks
on the front of the hinge plate (see illustration A, B and C here).

Once these small hooks are locked in the front of the hinge, push
the black tab upward or downward and press firmly on the back
part of the hinge until it clicks in place. If the door is mounted on
the left side panel, PUSH the black tap upward. If the door is
mounted on the right side panel, PUSH the black tap downward
(see illustration B). You must push the black tab firmly during this
step while pushing the hinge onto the hinge plate. Once the hinge
is firmly pressed onto the hinge plate, release the black tab and
ensure that the hinge is firmly locked onto the hinge plate with the
black tab locking mechanism.

If you need to remove a door simply press/move the small black
tab on the back on the hinge plate up or down (see illustration C1).
This will unlock the hinge and allow the door to be removed. Use
caution during this step. The doors are heavy and should be
handled with care.

NOTE: BE VERY CAREFUL WHEN INSTALLING AND
ADJUSTING THE DOOR NOT TO SCRATCH THE FRONT EDGE
OF THE BOTTOM SHELF WITH THE DOOR.
